He explaied that some people try to domesticate baby deer with
no success. There used to be a rehabilitation center but because of the success rate it no
longer exists. He was also concerned with deer hunting season coming we should be
wearing orange helmets instad of the white ones for safety reasons.

- Ashley, Brent and Tricia examined the piece under a microscope and agreed that the
piece was in fact European chert. They suggested that further testing should be
completed around the area of the test pit.

- They asked if we thought we should do any mgation and | suggested we would dig
additional test pits at 2.5 m away from each of the four sides of the test pit containing the
chert and see if anything more was found and they thought that would be finéf. nothing
else is found that will be the end bit. | suggested digging a 1x1 would be a waste of time
as the area is disturbed.They agreed.

- Chris stated that he would write a memo then send it to Arch Services so they could send
it out to communities with a cover letter confirming that they agree hat it is European
chert and fulfills their provincial duty to consult.

On Friday a couple of pieces of quartz fragments have been retained for analysis. This
information will be included in the next weekly report.
