The Sentinel Alert System allows emergency responders to efficiently communicate timely
information to registered communityjnembers. Utilizing the latest technical advancements in
text messaging (SMS);nkail, landline telephone, and social media (Facebook, Twitter), the
Sentinel Alert System provides the capability to reach thousands of individuals within minutes.

What type of alerts will be broadcasted to registered community members?

Community members will be the first to know when an emergency event occurs via $h8, E
landline phone, cellular phoneand social media (Facebook, Twitter), of CEGMDupdates,
amber alets, severe weather notifications, and more.

Information On Dispersion of Rotenone in Miramichi
River/Lake

St . Ma r y 0 s has-bdeemsatle aMaaet of am mtent to release the
pesticide rotenone into Miramichi Lake and a ~15km portion of the
Southwest Miramichi River. This is following the discovery of
Smallmouth Bass (SMB) in Miramichi Lake around 2010. SMB are
incredibly competitive angpose a existentialthreat to Atlantic Salmon
(Unlike the native Striped Bass species present in the ame#)e
watershedEfforts were made to contain this species to the lake area and
to eradicate this invasive species via electrofishing, but thisedrov
unsuccessful.

As result, aconsortium led by the North Shore Micmac District Council
(NSMDC) and Atlantic Salmon Federation (ASF) applied to uses
rotenone to eliminate the SMB within the area in 20dith DFO granting
approval for its use in the watershed the week of June 14, 2021

Rotenone was chosen by the consortium as it does not taint tie thsh
waterway after dispersion is ceasfsh inthearearemain safe for human
consumptionf caughtafter the dispersion event is ové&his is because
rotenone does not lingareaningfullyin freshwater svironmentsUnder
this scheduled releasehis release should not affect the letegm



viability of fisheries in the aredut it may cause a disruption in fishing
viability for the season

Wolastogey Nation in New Brunswick (WNNB) was tasked by
community leaders to consulé provide a technical analysis of the use
of this pesticide as intended. WNNB met with the project proponents and
issued updates to the community via a printed handout delivered to
members in each community.

The results of thse discussions, thechnichanalysis andhe community
consultationvereas follows:

- WNNB determined the use of this pesticide in the methods
described would likely cause a shtotmedium term impact on
WolastogeyTreaty Rights butit would bean approach capée of
presering the Atlantic Salmon in the area.

- WNNB requested, as part of its consultation with DFO, agma
posttreatment monitoring plan, as well as a plan to prevent the
reintroduction of SMB and positionsreated for Wolastogey
community members to be brought onboard as monitors for the
project. No detailor action plandhave been provided for arof
thesecommunityconsultatiorrequests

There had been previous discussion of this activity taking plaoegihe
late summer or early fall of 202The date of August 12021, for the
application of rotenoneas not provided to the Wolastogey communities
in advance by DFO.
